Pelham Burn Awards in Anthropology

1)
Applicants must be registered (full or part time) for the PhD course in Anthropology at the University of Aberdeen.  There are no restrictions on nationality.  

2)
The awards are to be used towards the costs incurred by postgraduate research students of undertaking anthropological fieldwork, in any region of the circumpolar North, within the calendar year 2009.

3)
The awards may be used to cover any expenses incurred in fieldwork, including travel to/from and within the field area, subsistence and accommodation, childcare expenses, insurance, visa fees, clothing and essential equipment, gifts or payments to informants or local assistants, transcription costs, reproducing archival documents, and other photographic and computing costs.   
While the awards are specifically intended to support research in the circumpolar North, the region is understood broadly to include Alaska, northern Canada, Greenland, Iceland, northern Norway, Sweden, Finland, northwest Russia and Siberia, and northern Japan.

4)
Decisions about applications will be made by the committee in consultation with the supervisors of individual students concerned.

Conditions

5)
The award is valued at £4,000.  The award will lapse if you cease to study a PhD in Anthropology, fail to perform at a satisfactory level in your studies, or leave the University of Aberdeen.  In these circumstances a proportion of the award may be refundable. 

6)
It is a condition of eligibility that applicants also apply (or have applied) to the Wenner-Gren Foundation for Anthropological Research for a Dissertation Fieldwork Grant.  Since the outcome of applications to the Wenner-Gren Foundation submitted in the 2008 round will not be known for some months after that, the above awards will not be conditional on these outcomes.  In the event, however, that a Wenner-Gren application is successful, any grant that remains unspent at the date of commencement of the Wenner-Gren award must be returned.
7)
The successful candidates will be required to submit a detailed account of their costs to the committee at the end of the grant.

7)
The successful candidates will be required to submit two reports.  The first should be submitted around the mid-point of fieldwork, and no later than September 30th 2009.  The second should be submitted on completion of fieldwork and no later than September 30th 2010.  Neither of these reports should exceed 3,000 words.  The Development Trust will contact you about this at this time.

8)
The successful candidates will be invited to attend the annual Scholar’s Reception, which provide the donor and scholars the opportunity to meet each other.
