AIM:


The aim of the course is to enable students to read as soon as possible continuous Latin text, initially of a simple nature, and, in doing so, to appreciate the logic and structure of linguistic expression;  also to introduce them to some aspects of the history and civilization of ancient Rome.

OBJECTIVES:


1.  By the end of this course, while reading about episodes from the early legends and history of Rome, students will have become familiar with alarge amount of Latin grammar and syntax, and will have encountered a good range of the most frequently used vocabulary.


2. They will be ready to proceed if they desire to LT1505, which will complete their working command of the language.


3. They will have developed the ability to study, organize their time, meet deadlines and memorize information.

TIMES & PLACES:



The whole class will meet 1pm on Tuesdays (KCT2) and Thursdays (KCG6).  In addition the class will be divided for weekly group meetings, students choosing either Mondays at 3pm in KC S9 or Fridays at 3pm in KC F10.  Members will indicate which hour suits them.

Students are required to buy the course textbook ECCE LINGUA LATINA (6th edition), which will be on sale either at the Divinity Office before teaching starts, or at the first meeting of the class.

ASSESSMENT:



Assessment for the course will be 40% continuous and 60% final examination.  Continuous assessment will be based on regular pieces of coursework to be completed as homework and submitted for marking, with occasional short tests, and on regular contribution to the ordinary work of the class, based on obvious familiarity with work already covered.  The final examination is a 1-hour written paper, consisting mainly (typically about 80%) of a Latin passage for translation into English, with a brief section (around 20%) containing some items to translate into Latin.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:


In order to succeed in the class, students must attend regularly and submit coursework punctually as required.  Absence from class should always be supported by a satisfactory reason.
