COMMUNITY, AND HAVE A NETWORK OF SUPPORT 
IN PLACE TO HELP YOU WITH YOUR ACADEMIC, 
PERSONAL AND SOCIAL LIFE.

Our support services rank with the best in the UK. 
From your arrival onwards you will have access to 
a network of support services from people who 
can give you friendly and expert guidance.

Student Support Services include the Student 
Advice and Support Office, the Counselling 
Service, the Chaplaincy and Hall Wardens. Staff 
provide advice and information on three broad 
areas – disabilities, international student matters 
and general advice and support. The counselling 
service is free and confidential, and available for 
all students who have personal, social, emotional 
or educational concerns. The University Chaplaincy 
Centre provides a meeting place for individuals or 
groups of any religious persuasion – or none.

INTERNATIONAL STUDENT 
ADVISORS
Our International Student Advisors can provide 
information on many aspects of student life at 
Aberdeen and in the UK, and are professionally 
trained to provide specialist advice on visa and 
immigration matters.

ACADEMIC SUPPORT
All students will have their own personal Advisor 
of Studies, who you will meet in your first week 
and help you to choose your subjects to study 
alongside the core courses of your degree.  
Your advisor will monitor your academic progress 
throughout your degree and give you any advice 
you need.
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All single international students are 
guaranteed a room for the first year of 
study and all accommodation is either on 
or within close walking distance to the 
University campus. We offer a mixture of 
catered and self-catering accommodation. 
Students can choose from a variety of 
Residence Halls including Hillhead Halls, 
Elphinstone Road and Crombie-Johnston 
or University Partnership accommodation, 
Spring Gardens or King Street Exchange.

Hillhead Halls is the “student village” 
on the banks of the River Don, only 15 
minutes walk or a short bus ride from 
the University campus. Hillhead is home 
to nearly 2,500 students and includes a 
number of traditional halls, self-catering 
flats and facilities for disabled students. 
Recently over 500 new ensuite rooms 
became available at Hillhead.

If you prefer private accommodation you 
should arrive in Aberdeen in plenty of 
time before the start of the session to 
find accommodation. The Accommodation 
Office and Students’ Association can assist 
with providing you information on available 
accommodation in the city.

WARDENS AND SUB-WARDENS
If you need information or advice while 
you’re living in University accommodation, 
help is at hand from our trained wardens 
and sub-wardens. Their job is to ensure 
your well-being and to help you get the 
most out of communal life. Wardens are 
usually senior students or members of 
staff.

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To meet immigration requirements you must 
prove that you can fund your tuition fees and living 
expenses in the UK. But don’t worry! Studying 
in the UK is more affordable that you may think 
when you consider all that the UK has to offer. 
Competitive tuition fees, free healthcare and the 
ability to work during your studies all present 
attractive financial incentives.

HOW MUCH WILL UNIVERSITY COST?
Tuition fees vary according to the degree 
programme. Annual fees for 2009/2010 for 
international students are £9,250 for Arts-based 
subjects and £11,500 for Science-based courses. 
Students should also budget an additional £650 
per month for general living expenses (this 
includes accommodation, food, clothes, books, 
local travel and social life). Undergraduate students 
staying only 9 months in Aberdeen should budget 
for the following approximate costs:

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
US Students

The University of Aberdeen is recognised by  
the US Department of Education and US students  
can use their financial aid when studying here.  
You will need to apply for Financial Aid in the US. 
The code for the US Financial Aid application 
(FAFSA) for the University of Aberdeen is G09368.

HEALTHCARE 

Students who are studying a full-time course of 
any duration in Scotland (and their dependants) 
are eligible for free medical treatment under the 
National Health Service (NHS). You are advised 
to register with a local NHS medical practice 
as soon as possible after your arrival. Hospital 
treatments and visits to your medical practice are 
free, however, you will have to pay for prescribed 
medication (£4 for each prescription). You are 
advised to bring any relevant medical records and 
details of existing medical conditions with you.

VISA
Any international student planning to study full-time 
in the UK will need to apply for a visa. Visa and 
immigration advice can be found at 
www.abdn.ac.uk/international/visa-information

WORKING PART-TIME
International students are normally permitted to 
work up to 20 hours per week during term time, 
though this may be increased over holiday periods. 
The University’s Joblink service can help you find 
part time work as well as offer other employment 
advice. Please note that this must not be relied 
upon as a means to fund your studies.
