University of Aberdeen Specialist Scholarships Programme – for third year students
Guidelines for Applicants

The Specialist Scholarships available are listed below.  They will all be awarded on the basis of academic merit and demonstration of particular personal characteristics (please see general terms and conditions for full details).   
Please note that any number of scholarships can be applied for by submitting ONE application form.  Priority will be given to students not already in receipt of a scholarship.  Students are not able to hold more than one corporate funded scholarship at any one time.
· The Chevron Specialist Engineering Scholarships 
There are four Chevron Scholarships available (one Mechanical Engineering Scholarship, one Petroleum Engineering Scholarship, one Chemical Engineering Scholarship, and one Electrical and Electronic Engineering Scholarship).
The successful applicants will each receive £1,000 for year 3, £2,000 for year 4 and £3,000 for year 5 of their undergraduate degree programme (i.e. £6,000 over 3 years). 

Features of the Chevron Scholarships are: financial support as detailed above, notice of internship opportunities with Chevron and mentoring.
Eligibility criteria:
The scholarships are open to full time students commencing third year of any of the below undergraduate degree programmes in September 2015:

MEng Petroleum Engineering (H850),   MEng Chemical Engineering (H810), 

MEng Mechanical Engineering (H305), MEng Electrical and Electronic Engineering (H605)

All students who meet the above criteria regardless of nationality or fee status are eligible to apply for these scholarships.
· Fugro Subsea Services Ltd. Specialist Undergraduate Engineering Scholarship

There is one Fugro Subsea Services Ltd. Scholarship available.
The successful applicant will receive £2,000 per annum for each of years 3, 4 and 5 of their undergraduate degree programme (i.e. £6,000 over 3 years). 

Features of the Fugro Scholarship are: financial support as detailed above, mentoring, a guaranteed interview for summer work placements, provision of industrially-focused project for final year project.

Eligibility criteria:

The scholarship is open to full-time students commencing third year of any of the undergraduate degrees listed below in September 2015:

MEng Mechanical Engineering (H305)

MEng Mechanical and Electrical Engineering (HHH6)

MEng Mechanical Engineering with Management (H3N2)

MEng Mechanical Engineering with European Studies (H306)

MEng Mechanical Engineering with Subsea Technology (H300)

You should note that only applicants domiciled in the UK or the EU and classified as Home Fees (‘Scottish/EU’) or ‘England, Wales and Northern Ireland (RUK)’ Fees are eligible to apply for the Fugro Scholarship.

· Kongsberg Maritime Specialist Scholarship

There is one Kongsberg Maritime scholarship available.  The successful applicant will receive £2,000 per annum for the rest of their undergraduate degree programme.
Eligibility criteria:

The scholarship is open to full time students commencing third year of any of the degree programmes listed below in September 2015:

MEng Electrical and Electronic Engineering (H605)

MEng Electrical and Electronic Engineering with European Studies (H606)

BEng Electrical and Electronic Engineering (H620)

BEng Electrical and Electronic Engineering with European Studies (H602)

BSc Computing Science (G400)

MA Computing (G402)

All students who meet the above criteria regardless of nationality or fee status are eligible to apply for this scholarship.

· Talisman Sinopec Specialist Chemical Engineering Scholarship
There is one Talisman Sinopec Scholarship available.  The successful applicant will receive £4,000 per annum for each of years 3, 4 and 5 of their undergraduate degree programme (i.e. £12,000 over 3 years).  
Features of the Talisman Sinopec Scholarship are: financial support as detailed above; opportunity to receive mentoring from Talisman Sinopec staff, invitations to relevant events; opportunity to interview for a summer placement.

Eligibility criteria:
The scholarship is open to full time students commencing third year of the MEng Chemical Engineering (H810) degree programme in September 2015.

Please note that only applicants domiciled in the UK or the EU and classified as Home Fees (‘Scottish/EU’) or ‘England, Wales and Northern Ireland (RUK)’ Fees are eligible to apply for this scholarship.
· James Main Prize
In addition to the specialist scholarships, there is also one James Main Prize available.  The successful applicant will receive £1,000 for year 3 only.  The prize will be awarded on the basis of academic merit and participation of the wider life of the School of Engineering and the University.
The personal statement required is different to the statement required for the specialist scholarships.  Please write about how you are involved in the wider life of the School and the University (for example, you may be a member of a University Society, University Club, or actively involved in any other kind of University activity).  If you are applying for this prize in addition to the specialist scholarships, please write a few additional paragraphs at the end of the personal statement specifically for the James Main Prize.
Eligibility criteria:

The prize is open to full time students commencing third year of any MEng degree in September 2015.  

All students who meet the above criteria regardless of nationality or fee status are eligible to apply for the prize.
General Terms and Conditions for all the Specialist Scholarships
A scholarship panel will consider the applications and short-list potential candidates for each scholarship.  The companies will then be invited to interview the short-listed candidates.  Once all interviews are completed, the panel will make the awards, taking into account the companies feedback.
The Specialist Scholarships will be awarded on the basis of academic merit and demonstration of particular personal characteristics.  Academic merit will be judged on first and second year academic performance.  In respect of personal characteristics, applicants should be able to show, through submission of a personal statement (on the application form), that they:

· Are enthusiastic, ambitious, highly motivated and determined to succeed academically and professionally
· Have a strong commitment to self-development and take a pro-active and committed approach to their education.
· Possess good communication and interpersonal skills
· Are good team players and demonstrate team working skills.
· Have an awareness of and interest in the energy industry
The scholarship will be subject to the scholarship recipient successfully completing each year of their degree to the satisfaction of the appropriate School.  The scholarship will lapse if the scholar ceases to study an eligible degree programme or leaves the University of Aberdeen.  Where a scholarship recipient is required to repeat a year because they failed to reach the required academic requirements, payment will not be made for the repeat year and resumption of the scholarship will be based on individual circumstances and will be at the discretion of the Head of School.  The scholarship can only be held by students of the University – they cannot be transferred to another institution.
Scholarship payments 
Payment will be made in November of each academic year.  For the Chevron and Talisman Scholarships,  the annual scholarship payment will be awarded in two instalments. The first instalment will be awarded in the first semester, and the second instalment will be awarded in the second semester provided that satisfactory academic attainment is maintained.
Events and Reports

Scholarship recipients are expected to attend the annual Corporate Scholars’ Reception and any other events related to the Specialist Scholarship Programme, which provide the donors and scholars the opportunity to meet each other.  You will also be required to write a short annual report at the end of each academic year which is to be submitted to the University of Aberdeen Development Trust who will forward it to the donor.  The Development Trust will provide a standard template for the report.

Deadline for applications

The closing date for applications is Friday 16th October 2015
Notification of Awards

You will be told whether or not your application has been successful by email by mid November 2015.  
You may receive feedback if you are invited to attend an interview but not if you are not selected for interview.

The specialist scholarships will be awarded on the basis of academic merit and demonstration of particular personal characteristics.  Please write about your academic achievements and show how you demonstrate the required personal characteristics (as listed in the General Terms and Conditions section).  You should also list any prizes or awards you have gained for academic performance or in employment, or for other skills or achievements, whether in school or college, or outside.  Please also tell us about any activity you take part in which you feel is relevant to your studies.

Please give information on any relevant employment or work experience you have had and list employer, positions held or work experience, along with relevant dates.  

Please note that the maximum word limit for the personal statement is 1500 words and your application will not be considered if you exceed this.  The maximum file size for the personal statement is 1MB and you will not be able to complete the application if you exceed this. 

· Referee

Please provide the name and contact details of a referee who may be approached to comment on your academic achievement.  This should preferably be an academic member of staff at the University of Aberdeen who is familiar with your academic achievements.  This may be your Advisor of Studies, course coordinator, course lecturer, course tutor, etc.  Please do not include a reference letter.
· Supporting documentation:

Please upload your supporting documentation.  Please note that you can only upload a maximum of 2 supporting documents in this section.  The maximum file size is 1MB per document.  Please do not exceed this limit as you will not be able to complete the application if any of your files are over 1MB.

Please include both:

· CV including grades achieved to date.  

· Student Transcript

Please attach a copy of your University transcript to the present day.  

A copy of the transcript from the student portal is adequate – you do not need to send an original transcript.  

Please do not include originals or copies of any certificates 

· Declaration:
