RAE2008 Results for History: Aberdeen rated highest for research in Scotland
The publication of the results of the Research Assessment Exercise in December 2008, covering the period from 2001 to 2007 demonstrate that Aberdeen is now the leading research department in History in Scotland and the fourteenth best department in the UK.
30% of the work submitted for peer assessment was ranked 4* (world leading in its field) with a further 30% ranked at 3* (internationally excellent). 95% of the work submitted was judged to be of international quality. No work was rated U (unclassified). The University’s grade point average, taking into account all the categories, was 2.85, the highest in Scotland.

No other Scottish history department achieved such a high percentage of world leading research. The results are being ranked by institutions according to various criteria, but the following table is based on the authoritative rankings in the Guardian and Times Higher Education.
