Dear Prospective Honours Student in History,

JUNIOR HONOURS

We hope that you are enjoying your courses in History this year - and we would now like to invite you to apply for entry to an Honours Programme in History. You may still be unsure whether you wish to study History at Honours level. It is advisable, however, even if you are not yet certain of your degree intentions, to apply now: it is much easier to discard an application already received than to accommodate the preferences of someone who applies late.

In order to qualify for entry to Honours you must have passed the requisite number of Level 1 and Level 2 courses. There is not a requirement to have achieved more than the pass mark of 9 in these courses, but we would recommend that any student who has not achieved 12 or better in at least one element (e.g. in an essay) of a first or second-year History course should think seriously about the demands of the Honours Programme. This leaflet includes further information about Honours courses offered by the Department next session. It includes some exciting new courses. Please read the leaflet carefully and remember that it supersedes the information in the Catalogue of Courses.

Further information regarding the Level 3 courses on offer next year is posted on the Level 3 noticeboard on the ground floor of Crombie Annexe, Meston Walk. If, after studying these notices, you have further queries about a particular course, please do not hesitate to contact the appropriate course co-ordinator. If you have any general queries about the Honours Programme, contact the Department’s Undergraduate Programme Co-ordinator, Dr Andrew Mackillop (Room 108). There will also be an opportunity to learn more about the courses from the course co-ordinators, at a meeting on WEDNESDAY 12th May, 3.30-5.30 pm in FRASER NOBLE BUILDING (FN1). It is crucially important you attend this meeting if at all possible: 
When selecting your courses remember that:

· Single Honours students must choose 2 Options in the first half-session and 2 Options in the second half-session.

· Joint Honours students must choose 1 Option in the first half-session and 1 Option in the second half-session.

We would be most grateful if you would return the attached form as soon as possible and no later than Monday 17 May, 4pm. Late applicants may not get the top choices. In early June you will be invited to attend a very brief meeting with Dr Christoph Dartmann (Level 3 Advisor of Studies), who will check your form, discuss any implications of your choices and explain the procedures for next year. Notices inviting you to sign up for an interview will be posted on the Level 3 noticeboard in due course. At the interviews you will be provisionally informed of the courses to which you have been allocated. Changes which you may wish to make to course choices thereafter MUST be approved by Dr Mackillop.  Final course allocation will be confirmed at the September advisory meeting.
We look forward to seeing you next year in Honours History or Cultural History.
