· Single Honours Cultural History students must take TWO courses in the first half-session and CU4506 (Dissertation) and AT4512 in the second half-session.

· Joint Honours Cultural History students must choose a HI4015 course in the first half-session; and ONE other course (in the second half-session). If you are NOT doing a dissertation in another subject this course must be CU 4506 (Dissertation). If you ARE doing a dissertation in another subject you must take HI4515: General Historical Problems in the second half session.
We would be most grateful if you would return the attached form as soon as possible and no later than Monday 17 May. Late applicants may not get the top choices.  You will be invited to attend a meeting with Dr Marjory Harper, Senior Honours Advisor, who will check your form, discuss any implications regarding your choices and explain the procedure for next year. Notices inviting you to sign up for an interview will be posted on the Level 4 noticeboard. At the interviews you will be provisionally informed of the courses to which you have been allocated. Changes which you may wish to make to course choices thereafter MUST be approved by Dr Mackillop.  Final course allocation will be confirmed at the September advisory meeting.
We look forward to seeing you next year in Senior Honours Cultural History.
