The NHS in Scotland offered the ‘Triple P’ Positive Parenting Programme to disadvantaged
Glaswegian couples. ‘It's about engagement, encouragement and empowerment,’ read the glossy
brochure.

In 2014, it was recommended that the programme, which had cost the taxpayer £4 million, be shut
down. University researchers found it had almost no impact on families from deprived backgrounds.

Fewer than half the targeted families finished the course and those with the most severe problems
proved the most likely to drop out

‘The NHS should not be spending money on stuff that simply doesn't work," said Phil Wilson, of the
University of Aberdeen. ‘This whole episode with Triple P has been a massive waste of money.
