To enter degree study at the University of Aberdeen it is essential that you can speak and write English
fluently. These skills will allow you to understand lectures, produce high standards of written work and
perform well in examinations. Language proficiency is mainly assessed by referral to candidates' IELTS or
TOEFL (Di Code is 0818) qualifications and the Pearson Test of English (Academic) is also accepted. If
you have an other English Language qualification you are advised to contact the Language Centre.

English Language Programmes

International students who are planning to study at the University of Aberdeen or any other British
university, but whose English language skills are slightly lower than the minimum required for direct entry
can apply to study English at the University Language Centre. The Language Centre offer a number of
programmes including:

1 Arts and Science focused Academic English Language Summer Schools: depending on your English
proficiency, you can apply to study a number of courses of varying duration to enhance your
language skills prior to the commencement of your degree.

1 LLM Pre-Sessional English Language Courses: This course aims to develop your understanding and
use of legal terminology, develop your ability to read different types of legal texts effectively and
provide you with practice in group-based discussion work and increase their confidence in
speaking. The length of the course will depend on your level of English proficiency.

1 Academic English Preparation Programme: If your current English language skills are significantly
lower than the minimum required for direct entry to your chosen degree programme, you can apply
to attend the University's Academic English Preparation Programme.This lasts a full academic year
with different entry points depending on your level of English and the entry requirements for the
programme you ultimately expect to join.
