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Arrival By Air
Aberdeen Airport is located 7 miles from
Aberdeen City Centre. The airport is small
with just one terminal building so is very
easy to navigate. The taxi rank is situated
outside the main terminal building. Taxi
fares cost approximately £20 to King’s
College Campus and £25 to Hillhead Halls of
Residence. Alternatively, you can take the
Jet Service Bus (number 727) to Aberdeen
Bus Station (travel time 35 mins). A single
ticket costs £2. For directions from Aberdeen
Bus Station, see the details below.

Arrival By Train/Bus
Aberdeen Bus and Train Stations are located
in the City Centre and are linked together by
Union Square Shopping Centre. The taxi
rank is situated within the Train Station. Taxi
fares cost approximately £10 to King’s
College Campus and £20 to Hillhead Halls of
Residence. Alternatively, you can take a bus
from the Bus Station. Buses Nos 260, 263,
267 or 268 travel to King’s College Campus
and leave every 15 minutes at peak times
(ask the bus driver to stop at King’s
Pavilion). If you are staying at Hillhead Halls,
you should go to Union Street (a short
distance from the train station) to catch the
No. 20 service. [Please visit
www.stagecoach.co.uk for information on
bus timetables and routes from the Bus
Station and www.firstgroup.com/ukbus/
scotland/nescot/home/index.php for the
No. 20 service and other city buses].

You will find a checklist
to help you prepare for your arrival at the university, guides on how to become a registered
student and choose your courses (where applicable) and information on Induction and Refreshers’
Week Events, University Support Services, campus maps and much more.

While we are confident that you will adapt to university life very quickly, if you find that you need
a little help along the way please remember to ask for it! The University has lots of services
available to support you with any academic and non-academic issues you may experience. Our
Useful Contacts section (pg 19) provides details of support services and how you can get in
touch with them.

The New Students’ Website, available at www.abdn.ac.uk/newstudents, also contains lots
of information to help you get started in January 2012.
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Choosing Courses

As a new undergraduate student, you will normally be required to study 8 courses (worth 15
credit points each) during your first year. You will therefore be required to study 4 courses within
your first half session (February to June) and a further 4 in your second half session (September to
January). Dependent on your degree programme, some of these courses will be compulsory and
some may be optional.

Step 1: Compulsory Courses
Refer to the University’s Calendar, available at www.abdn.ac.uk/registry/calendar, for details
of the courses you must study as part of your degree programme. The Calendar example below,
displays courses a Single Honours student in Year 1 of the MA Entrepreneurship programme must
study.

i.e. this student must study MS 1007 and EC 1006 in their first half session and AC 1513 and MS
1507 in the second half session and choose a further two courses to study in each half session.

Step 2: Optional Courses
If you are a Single Honours student, you will normally be required to take 15 credits (or one
course) of Enhanced Study Options each half session, for your first two years of study.
Enhanced Study Options are designed to allow you to have choice, wider opportunities and
greater flexibility in your learning. There are three types of Enhanced Study Options:

1. Sixth Century Courses invite you to consider different approaches to knowledge and enquiry
as you look at issues affecting the world in which we live today. There are 13 Sixth Century
Courses. For a full list please visit www.abdn.ac.uk/thedifference/sixth-century-
courses.php.

2. Sustained Study is designed to provide you with continual exposure, throughout your first two
years, to an area of study that is separate to your core subject. Should you be interested in
taking a Sustained Study, this will cover your entire Enhanced Study requirements for both
years one and two. There are 14 Sustained Study options. For a full list please visit
www.abdn.ac.uk/thedifference/sustained-study-programme.php.

3. Discipline Breadth Courses allow you to extend the scope of your study by taking a single
course that interests you. For a full list of Discipline Breadth courses please visit the
University’s Catalogue of Courses available at www.abdn.ac.uk/thedifference/discipline-
breadth-courses.php.

Please note that if you are studying Medicine or Dentistry you will not be required to take any
Enhanced Study Options as the majority of your courses are compulsory. If you are a Joint
honours student, or on a Major-Minor programme, you will not be required to undertake
Enhanced Study Options, as the joint nature of your degree provides the necessary breadth.

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There are four key steps to become a registered
student of the University of Aberdeen:

1. eRegistration
eRegistration involves confirming your personal,
financial and academic details which enables
you to set up your University computer and e-
mail account. eRegistration can be completed
at any computer with internet access. It is
strongly recommended that you complete this
BEFORE you meet with your Adviser of Studies.
You must ensure that you take a note of the
computer username and password you receive
during eRegistration, as you will need this to
access your student IT account. For more
information please visit
www.abdn.ac.uk/newstudents/registration.

As part of eRegistration, you will confirm if you
are paying your tuition fees yourself or if you are
sponsored (if your family are paying your fees
you are considered a self-payer). If you are a
self-payer you will need to pay a minimum of
50% of your tuition fees.

2. Photo Upload
For your student ID card to be ready for your
arrival, please upload a photo no later than 2
weeks before arriving at the University at
www.abdn.ac.uk/photoupload.

Queries regarding photo upload should be
emailed to studentrecords@abdn.ac.uk.

3. Meet with your Adviser of Studies
Your Adviser of Studies1 is a member of
academic staff who will meet with you to help
choose and approve the courses you will study.
Your Adviser will be available throughout the
year to support you and provide advice on a
range of issues, not just academic matters.

In your joining pack you will receive information
stating who your Adviser of Studies is, and
telling you where and when to meet him/her. (If
this information is not included in your joining
pack, please email sras@abdn.ac.uk).

This will be your opportunity to discuss, and
choose, the courses you will study and ask any
questions about the year ahead.

The degree which you have been accepted to
study may allow you to choose some optional
subjects/courses2 to study in your first year.

You can make a note of what courses interest
you and discuss these with your Adviser of
Studies.

You will find details of the compulsory courses
you must study as part of your degree
programme in the University’s Calendar, which
is available online at
www.abdn.ac.uk/registry/calendar. The
Calendar will also show you how many credits
of optional courses you may be able to study.
(The example on pg 4 shows you how to use the
University’s Calendar) The Course Catalogue,
available at www.abdn.ac.uk/registry/courses,
will show you what other optional first year
courses (including credit value) may be
available3 to you.

4. Completion of Registration and
Collection of Student ID Card
Once you have chosen your courses with your
Adviser (or equivalent) and completed all parts
of eRegistration, you will need to register and
collect your ID card from the Infohub. Your new
ID card will require to be activated before it
becomes operational. To activate the card go to
www.abdn.ac.uk/activateidcard. Please note
activation takes 24 hours. You should then visit
your School noticeboard, or School office to find
details of where/when you should collect any
School or Course Handbooks and information of
how to sign up for any tutorials/seminars or
practical sessions you may be required to
attend. Your timetable will appear in your
Student Portal the day after you complete all 4
parts of registration.

If you are an international student, the
University is legally required to check and take
copies of your visa documents before you can
be allowed to complete the registration process.
When you collect your ID card, please make
sure you bring along your passport and a
photocopy of all the non-blank pages in your
passport, including the page which was
stamped during your entry into the UK. On
further occasions throughout the year, you will
be emailed and asked to report to a venue with
your passport for checking.

1 In Education, an Adviser is known as a Personal and
Professional Adviser (PPA).

2 Please note, if you are studying Medicine or Dentistry you
will follow a core curriculum, the majority of which will
comprise compulsory courses.

How to Register as an Undergraduate Student
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How to Register as a Postgraduate Research Student

If you are a Postgraduate Research student, you must arrive by the start date stated in your
offer letter. There are four key steps to the registration process for Postgraduate Research
students, which are outlined below:

1. eRegistration
eRegistration involves confirming your personal, financial and academic details and enables you
to set up your University computer and email account (make sure you keep a note off this when it
is given during the eRegistration process). It is strongly recommended that you complete this
before arriving in Aberdeen.

As part of eRegistration, you will confirm if you are paying your tuition fees yourself or if you are
sponsored (if your family are paying your fees you are considered a self-payer). If you are a self-
payer you will need to pay a minimum of 50% of your tuition fees. For more information please
visit http://www.abdn.ac.uk/registry/ereg/faq.shtml

2. Photo Upload
For your student ID card to be ready for your arrival, please upload a photo no later than 2 weeks
before arriving at the University at www.abdn.ac.uk/photoupload. Queries regarding photo

3. Completion of Registration and Collection of ID Card
Completion of registration and ID card issue will be held in Room F84, Edward Wright Building
between 30 January – 1 February. If you arrive after these dates, please go to the Infohub for ID
card collection and completion of registration.

At this meeting staff will check whether you have completed eRegistration, and only after that
has been confirmed will your student record be activated and your ID card issued. Please ensure
that you bring your Certificate of Acceptance with you to final registration and any confirmation
you may have of payments towards your tuition fees.

If you are sponsored and therefore did not pay 50% of your tuition fees when completing
eRegistration, please ensure that you bring one copy of proof of your sponsorship to registration,
which the University will retain.

If you are an international student, the University is legally required to check and take copies of
your visa before you can be allowed to complete the registration process. Please make sure you
bring along your passport and a photocopy of all the non-blank pages in your passport, including
the page which was stamped during your entry into the UK.

4. Meeting with Your Supervisor

Where possible, you should try to make contact with your Supervisor in advance of your arrival in
Aberdeen, to ensure that you meet shortly after arriving at the University.

Details of your School/College Induction Event should be sent to you before your arrival in
Aberdeen by your School. You should try to attend this event as it will provide you with an
opportunity to meet staff and students in your area of study. If you do not receive details of your
School Induction Event please contact your School directly.

How to Register as Postgraduate Taught Student
There are four key steps to the registration process for Postgraduate Taught students (PgT),
which are outlined below:

1. eRegistration
eRegistration involves confirming your personal, financial and academic details and enables you
to set up your University computer and email account (make sure you keep a note off this when it
is given during the eRegistration process). It is strongly recommended that you complete this
before arriving in Aberdeen.

As part of eRegistration, you will confirm if you are paying your tuition fees yourself or if you are
sponsored (if your family are paying your fees you are considered a self-payer). If you are a self-
payer you will need to pay a minimum of 50% of your tuition fees.

At the induction event you will i) meet with your Programme Coordinator, who will be your key
academic contact during your studies and will be available to help you with any academic
concerns you may have, and ii) register for the individual courses you will be studying as part of
your programme. You will also receive teaching materials, such as programme handbooks and
timetables.

4. Completion of Registration and Collection of Student ID Card
You must complete the first three steps before your ID card can be issued. Completion of
registration and ID card issue will be held in Room F84, Edward Wright Building between 30
January – 1 February 2012. If you arrive after these dates, after you have been to see your
School/Programme Cooridinator, please go to the Infohub for ID card collection and completion of
registration. Please ensure that you bring your Certificate of Acceptance with you and any
confirmation you may have of payments towards your tuition fees.

Computing services / IT

The Directorate of Information Technology
(DIT) provides computing facilities for
University staff and students. As well as
numerous computing classrooms, DIT
manages the largest wireless network of any
UK Higher Education institution. Key
services for students include:

> wireless networking: free wireless access
in all buildings, including Halls of
Residence, providing high speed access
to the internet.

> e-mail: a university e-mail acccount,
including file space, instant messaging
and calendaring.

> service desk: support and help when you
have technical problems with any of the
services provided by DIT; find us in the
Edward Wright Building (Old Aberdeen) or
the Polwarth Building (Foresterhill).

> student liaison officer: linking students
and DIT, listening to and discussing any
issues or suggestions about the current
and future facilities to ensure that we
provide the services you need.

The DIT Service Desk will be available to
configure your laptop to the wireless
network across campus during Induction &
