Design experiment


Apply for ethical permission





Fill out form “Research in School” in duplicate (forms available from website)





Explain experiment to Research in Schools Co-ordinator (Dr. R. Bull), who will then provide schools for you to approach to take part in the research





Arrange date and time of meeting with Headteacher to introduce your research





Headteacher signs both copies of “Research in Schools” form.  Parental consent forms should be sent to all parents.  Only those children for whom you have informed consent can take part in your study.  All consent forms should be kept on file





Return one copy of “Research in Schools” form to co-ordinator for collation of information to be sent to Aberdeen Education Office





Data collection





Send information about the project back to school along with a thank-you note.  A small token of appreciation (e.g., box of biscuits for teachers) also keeps us in their good books!





Do you require access to participants with special needs?  If so, you may need to apply to Grampian Research Ethics Committee.  Consult your supervisor.
