	Students must take either of the 1st half-session courses. Entry into Chemistry 1A is recommended for Chemists, but registrants must possess SQA Higher in Chemistry at B or above, or GCE A level or equivalent.

	ii.
	All chemistry candidates are recommended, but not required, to take appropriate courses in Mathematics.  For students who hold a pass in Mathematics at Higher or A-Level, MA 1005 and MA 1006 and/or MA 1506 are recommended; for those who do not hold such a pass, MA 1007 and MA 1507 are recommended.

	iii.
	The project in programme year 4 must be in an area of Environmental Chemistry. 

	iv.
	At the end of level 3 students on the Environmental Chemistry degree may, at the discretion of the Head of Chemistry be considered for admission to Level 4 of the MChem programme in Environmental Chemistry.  

	v.
	Students at Level 2, who as a result of undertaking up to 30 credits of Sustained Study may not obtain the necessary pre-requisites for Honours entry, must seek approval for this choice through their Adviser of Studies at the start of Level 2.  Such curriculum choice will normally be approved as meeting the requirements for entry to Honours, subject to the discretion of the Head of School or nominated deputy.

	vi.
	Honours programme may only be taken by full-time study.
