	Honours candidates holding suitable pre-requisites from Level 2 may replace 30 credits of Archaeology or Geology courses with approved GG courses in both of Programme Years 3 and 4.

	Candidates must do ONE dissertation/research project from either Archaeology or Geology. If selecting AY4002, students must take the Level 3 pre-requisite AY3512; if selecting GL4527, students must take AY4510.
