Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MLitt); 9 months full-time or 21 months part-time (PgDip)

Content:  The MLitt/Diploma in Creative Writing is a taught postgraduate programme designed to offer students the opportunity to develop their creativity and literary skills in a highly supportive, constructive learning environment.  It also introduces students to, and prepares them thoroughly for, the processes and challenges involved in publishing creative written work, whether poetry or prose.

The programme for both diploma and degree students consists of between two and four taught components in creative writing  and incorporating core training in the principles of creativity and literary craft).  In addition to the prose fiction, creative non-fiction, narrative, medicine and psychology and poetry creative writing courses on offer, students may choose up to two elective courses from a broad range of options offered by the School of Language and Literature relevant to their own creative interests.  Degree candidates will add a portfolio of creative writing (dissertation), which is prepared and written between June and September.
