	The ASSURE project is researching  business networking in rural areas. Intelligent agents and new forms of electronic networking have great potential for enabling businesses in remote locations to link together to create synergies that can improve their economic and social impact.  Rural business networks can also be used to enhance social capital in rural areas. Examples of such business networks are those associated with the production and consumption of food, with tourism and leisure services, with logistics/transport and with sustainable energy projects.  The doctoral candidate will be supervised by a team from Social Science,  the Business School, and Computer Science. The candidate will work with the project team to investigate rural business networking and the impact of intelligent agents.  The doctorate is fully funded for 3.5 years and the candidate will be expected to have a good first degree or masters-level qualification in a relevant discipline (business, sociology, public policy, political science, anthropology etc.) coupled with a predisposition to learn new technological skills. 

The CURIOS project is working with community groups to develop cultural repositories of linked information that can be accessed by different user groups in an “intelligent” way.  At present this is looking at  material collected by historical societies about their own communities,  but it will also be extended to other kinds of historical and cultural material that is collated and catalogued in different forms. The doctoral studentship could focus upon one or other of these sources of information that comprise cultural repositories or upon one or other of the relevant community groups and public institutions that are using them.
