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Changing the Layout
The icons are laid out on the Homepage and Organiser pages using a table. There is some limited control over the general layout of the table and the icons within it.  To change the layout:
1. Click Designer Options. 
2. From the right-hand panel, scroll down to Customise section and click on Modify Layout.
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Customise Page Screen
3. Use the Title Attributes options to change the way the titles of links are displayed in relation to their icons.
4. Use the Table Attributes options to change the number of columns the icons are shown in, the spacing between them etc. 

5. Click Update to return to the Organiser/Homepage.
Modifying Icon Style

To change the style of icons that is used by default across a whole course:

1. Open the Control Panel, and select Course Settings.
2. Click on Modify Icon Style.
3. Click in the round button next to style of icon that you require; click Update.
Changing the Page Colours (individual pages)
Use this instruction to change the colours for an individual Home or Organiser page. 
1. From the page you need to change, select the Designer Options tab at the top of the page.

2. In the right-hand side panel, scroll down to the Customise options, click on Customise Page Colours.
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Customize Page Colour Screen
3. From the Customise Page Colours, either:
·  select Color Set from A- E or High Contrast. 

OR
· Select Custom, and then: 

· click on button for the colour you wish to set e.g. Set text color
· select the required colour and click Update
· repeat until you have set all the colours for your page 
4. Click Update.
Changing the Page Colours (all pages)
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	When selecting new colours for the background, navigation panels, and link text, ensure that there is sufficient contrast between links and background colour.  Also avoid combinations such as red and green, for example, and colours which are very close in tone, as this may make your page inaccessible to students with some vision-related disabilities. 1. In the Control Panel click Course Settings.
2. Click on Customize Page Colors on the right-hand side panel.  The screen below will be shown, showing you a preview of the current colour scheme. 
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· There are six pre-set combinations available – A-E and high contrast.  To select one of these click the name of the colour set. The colours for that set will be shown in the preview pane. To keep that colour scheme click Update.

· There is also a facility to customise the colour combination.  This is done by clicking the custom colour set in the menu and then choosing individual items from the preview pane and changing their colours individually. 

· Clicking [image: image5.png]


 allows you to change the colour of text and [image: image6.png]


allows you to change the background colour of parts of the screen.

· Choose the colour you require, click Update. 
· The colour change will be shown on the preview, click Update when you have chosen your colour scheme.
Clicking Course Default would result in the colours for the current page being the same as those for the whole course.
