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Linking to class lists

When your WebCT course is ready for students to use, we will link it up to the class list in the student records database.  This means that students will be able to log on to the WebCT course using their University User ID and Password, and that new students will be added automatically from nightly updates.  

To have your WebCT course linked up to the class list, email us at webct@abdn.ac.uk, with the name of the course and the course code. 

Changing course codes
Please notify us of any changes to course codes, so that we can change the link to the class list.
Providing the URL (Web address) to your students
Students can access all their WebCT courses by going to the following URL: http://webct.abdn.ac.uk
Alternatively, you can create a Welcome page that will take students directly to a specific WebCT course, so that the URL will look like this:

Adding a Welcome page
1. From the Home page of the course, click on Control Panel, then Course Settings

2. Click Edit Welcome Page

3. In the right-hand panel, click Add Upper Textblock
4. In the Text Heading box, type the name of the course
5. In the Text box, type the pre-login message you wish the students to see (Eg instructions for logging in, where to get help etc).
6. Use the buttons below each textbox to specify the size and style of the text, and whether it is to be centred.
7. Scroll down and click Add.
Dealing with Student Access Problems

To access WebCT, students should use their University User ID and Password.  If a student cannot access the site, it may be due to late registration for computer services (this is an overnight process) or for the course itself.  Students should be told to report the problem by email to helpdesk@abdn.ac.uk.  In the meantime you can provide students with a guest password.  

Guest Passwords

If your course does not have a guest password, or if you are unsure what it is, please email us at webct@abdn.ac.uk .  The Help Desk also has a list of all guest passwords.

Guest passwords are particularly useful during the first few days of an academic session, when class lists are still quite fluid.  Most subject areas have their own guest password.  
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
