PAPER FORMATTING

Papers should adhere to the following formatting guidelines: (Below: bold = item and  normal = note and/or example)

Paper Length: 8-10 (eight to ten) pages of text maximum and the equivalent of a maximum of 2 (two) pages of illustrations

Paper Text: Single Line Spacing for Text

Font: Times New Roman (see font sizes below)

Margins: 2.54 (L), 2.54 (R), 3.17 (T). 3.17 (B), Gutter  0, Gutter Position Left

Text Alignment: Justified
Indentations: None

Page Numbering: PLEASE DO NOT NUMBER YOUR PAGES
Illustrations/Tables: Embedded in the text – these should be legible, black and white and/or colour, and the illustrations placed in text boxes. Both Figures and Tables should be  accompanied by appropriate captions (see below). Illustrations should not include any surrounding box lines.

Authors: Capitals (font size – 12): DAVID R. GREEN, DAVID R. GREEN & DAVID R. GREEN

Illustrations/Tables: Embedded in the text – these be should numbered consecutively (Figure 1, Figure 2 etc… or Table 1, Table 2 etc…), should be legible, either black and white or colour, and each illustration should be placed in a text box. Both Figures and Tables should be  accompanied by appropriate captions (see below)

Figure No. and Caption: (font size – 11) – below the Figure: Figure 1. A map of the coastline
Table No. and Caption: (font size – 11) – above the Table: Table 1. Sensitivity Indices for 2005

References/Bibliography: (font size – 12) – please adhere to Harvard Style for all Reference/Bibliography Formatting and Consistency (see below).

A Harvard style reference list

A sample Harvard style reference list. The sources that you refer to in your text should be cited by name of the author (or authors) and the year of publication . The reference list is arranged alphabetically by author then by date. For anonymous reports and standards, alphabetize by the issuing institution. Note: some style guides do not require the brackets around the date.
