News from members

Living with the Sea - CHaMPs

The ‘Living with the sea’ project was completed late last year. Presentations were made at the National Maritime Museum. The results including a summary of the Coastal Habitat Management Plans (CHaMPs) and the Guide:

A new series of coastal habitat management and restoration books?
Kluwer, the publishers of my book on “Coastal Management and Conservation” have asked me to submit proposals for a series dealing with each of the main coastal formations in terms of management and restoration. European developments

European Coastal Erosion Study. Work on EURosion continues apace. The “service contract concerning coastal erosion – evaluation of the needs for action” to the EC, is being managed by RIKZ, the Dutch National Institute for Coastal and Marine Management. The final drafts of the 11 pilot site reports, which are being used to inform the policy document, are complete as is the first draft of the policy document. CoastWatch

This initiative, which has received funding from the European Space Agency, has reached the end of its first phase. A strategy document prepared by a consortium including HR Wallingford sets out the parameters for the development of a second phase. The aims of Coastwatch are twofold:
· To provide access to policy-relevant, operational information services through the processing of EO data with other sources of data;

· To contribute to the establishment by 2008 of a European Capacity for Global Monitoring of Environment and Security (GMES).
An important point is that it seeks to link Earth Observation with other coastal zone information sources to provide a comprehensive support system. See:

Although there have been some difficulties during the first phase, a second phase has been agreed between the European Space Agency and the partners. Watch this space for further developments!
