[bookmark: _Hlk160716846]The PGR Community Fund provides financial support to enable PGRs to host activities with the aim of supporting a vibrant, inclusive and enriching PGR environment. The funding call is open to all PGRs, including distance students and one-year master’s by research students. 
To be eligible for the Community Fund, projects must be open to all University of Aberdeen PGR students, or at a minimum be open to students from more than one School. Applications for activities limited to a single School will only be considered where match funding from the relevant School has been secured.  Successful applications are required to share the impact of their activities with the wider PGR Community (e.g. blog post, LinkedIn post, activity report). 
[bookmark: _Hlk181178222]There are no fixed deadlines for application submissions, however, all awarded funds must be spent by 31 July of the corresponding academic year. For example, awards for applications submitted in August 2025 and April 2026 must both be spent by 31 July 2026. All funding must be completed by 31 July.
