Student Services and Amenities Fee (SSAF)
SSAF is applicable to Study Abroad students. Exchange students are exempted.

Visa Information
Students need to ensure they arrive on a visa that allows them to lawfully study in Australia for the duration of their visa duration. More
information can be found on the Department of Home Affairs website. 

Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC)
OSHC is an Australian Student Visa requirement and information is available at the Department of Home Affairs. UWA can arrange OSHC
for students through Medibank. Alternatively, students can purchase their own OSHC through one of the Australian Government approved
providers.

Residents from Sweden, Norway and Belgium are exempt from requiring to purchase OSHC. New Zealand and Australian (dual) citizens,
who are eligible
for Medicare, do not require OSHC. Students are unable to apply for an  insurance waiver if they have purchased their own health insurance
coverage.

Academic Transcripts
At the end of their studies, an academic transcripts will be sent to students directly via the My eQuals secure transcript repository. Students
need to share the document with their home university.
