	Candidates taking SP4502: Dissertation in Hispanic Studies must also obtain a further 75 credit points in Hispanic Studies over the two honours years of which at least 45 should be taken from level 3 courses and 30 from level 4 courses.  NOTE Candidates taking the dissertation in Hispanic Studies must also take SP 35AF Research Methods in Hispanic Studies (15 credit points)

Candidates writing a dissertation in their other subject must obtain a further 90 Credit points over the two honours years from available level 3 and level 4 courses in Hispanic Studies of which of which 45 should be taken from level 3 courses and 45 from level 4 courses.
