Qualifications for entry: Prospective MRes students should hold an honours degree (1st Class or Upper Second or equivalent) in education or a related discipline.  It is an essential requirement that entrants possess the necessary English language skills.  Please note that if you are intending to proceed to PhD, we will only accept students who plan to undertake research in an area where we have the staff expertise to offer first-rate supervision.

The dissertation can take two forms.  For student who plan to complete their studies with the MRes, the MRes dissertation will report on a completed piece of independent and original research.  Students who plan to proceed to PhD or EdD study may use their MRes dissertation to develop their research topic, clarify their research question, review the appropriate literature, explain and defend their research approach, and analyse and describe their preliminary findings as preparation for doctoral study.
