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What is your Mode of Study?

Your mode of study is your status as either a full or part-time student. If eligible you can change your
mode of study via MyCurriculum.

Is it possible to change your mode of study?

If your degree programme has more than one mode of study you may be able to change from full to
part-time and vice versa. Please note that some degree programmes may only have one mode of study
so a change will not be possible. Before changing your mode of study you are strongly advised to seek
advice from Registry Student Services on the implications of such a change for you.

The decision to change your mode of study should not be taken lightly. It will have other
implications for you, such as changes to:

e the expected end date for your degree programme

e the amount you pay in tuition fees

e your entitlement for financial support/scholarships

e your liability for paying council tax (part-time students must pay council tax)

e your eligibility to hold a Tier 4 visa, if appropriate

Tier 4 (Student) visas

If you are an international student with a Tier 4 visa you will not be eligible for part-time study. Full-time
study is a requirement of Tier 4 visas: www.gov.uk/tier-4-general-visa/overview

¢ Part-time: maximum 75 credits per academic year (maximum 45 credits per sub session).

e Full-time: 120 credits per academic year (normally 60 credits per sub session or as determined by
your degree programme).
