Qualifications for entry: A degree at second class honours level in Mathematics, or equivalent qualifications.

Duration:  12 months full-time (MSc); 9 months full-time (PgDip).

Content:  All candidates are required to attend the following courses.  Qualified students have the option of being exempted from selected courses and awarded the credit points.  The courses in Graduate Algebra (MA 5001) and Graduate Topology (MA 5002) will run each year.  The remaining courses may vary from year to year.

Only candidates who complete the above programme at an appropriate standard will be allowed to progress to the project stage.  Candidates who fail to achieve the standard for progression to, or who elect not to proceed to, the project stage shall be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate number of credits for that award.

Project Stage

MSc Project in Mathematics (60 credit points)

Assessment:  By course work, by written examination or by a combination of these as prescribed for each course.  The project (MA 5901) will be assessed by a dissertation.  The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in the project (MA 5901), irrespective of their performance in other courses.
