Qualifications for Entry: Candidates must normally have an Honours degree, or equivalent, at not less than 2.2 in Biblical studies/theology, and have had regular experience of expository preaching from biblical texts in the Christian Church.  

Duration: 12 months full time, or 27-36 months part time.

Aim: The taught MTh is intended to equip students to read, interpret and preach from Christian Scripture in a way that is relevant to, and potentially transformative of, contemporary contexts.
