	Candidates for Combined Honours in German must take GM 4052 or a dissertation in the Minor subject.

Candidates for Combined Honours in German (Mode A) must obtain 120 further Credit points from Level 3 and 4 courses in German, which may include those from GM 4052.

Candidates for Combined Honours in German (Mode B) must obtain 105 further Credit points from Level 3 and 4 courses in German, which may include those from GM 4052.

Candidates for Combined Honours in German may take the dissertation either in German or in the minor subject.

Candidates for Combined Honours German (Mode A) must spend at least one academic session (9 months) in a German-speaking country.  Such residence should normally be continuous.

Candidates for Combined Honours German (Mode B) must spend at least half an academic session in a German-speaking country.  Such residence should normally be continuous.

For all Mode A degree programmes periods of residence abroad should normally be completed before entry to the Junior Honours year.

Assessment:

The German Honours language examinations will be held at the end of the Senior Honours session.  The determination of the class of honours awarded will be based upon the following weighted formula: language component 40%; non-language component 60%.
