Qualifications for entry:  Normally a 2.1 degree in Sociology, a social science discipline, a cognate discipline, or equivalent experience.

Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MSc); 9 months full-time (PgDip); 4 months full-time (PgCert).
Notes:
1. The research methods option should be selected from the generic MRes courses taught in the School of Social Sciences or the MRes discipline specific courses taught by the Department of Sociology, as relevant to the students’ dissertation topic and in consultation with the degree convener.

2. The elective option in the second half-session should be selected in consultation with the degree convener from amongst the postgraduate taught courses in the Department of Sociology or more broadly in the College.

3. The dissertation will be completed towards the end of the programme.  A supervisor will be allocated and a suitable topic agreed in consultation.  Only those students who have achieved 120 credit points from first and second half-session courses will be allowed to undertake the dissertation.

4. Students who leave with 60 credit points can exit with a Certificate and four modules (120 credit points) with a Diploma.  A performance level will be in operation before students can proceed to the dissertation based on performance in the taught modules.
