BIO-BUSINESS AND MEDICAL SCIENCES (MSc/PgDip with a view to transfer to MSc/PgDip/PgCert)
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Qualifications for entry: A degree or equivalent qualification, at the prescribed standard in Medicine, Pharmacology, Pharmacy or a relevant Science subject (e.g. Biochemistry, Biomedical Sciences, Biology).

Duration:  24 months part-time (MSc)

Aim:  To equip students for careers in research or business in the biotechnology and medical sciences sector.  To achieve this, the programme will provide a multi-disciplinary approach to the study of a student-selected range of topics in the medical science area and bio-business.

Content:  The programme of taught courses will comprise lectures, tutorials, practical classes and small group demonstrations in laboratories.  The curriculum will be selected by the student in consultation with the programme co-ordinator with courses chosen from any of the current taught MSc courses offered by the School of Medical Sciences or the School of Medicine and Dentistry.

Candidates shall be required to attend the following designated programme of courses:

Research Project (65 credit points)

Assessment:  By practical work, by written essays and by oral presentations, or by a combination of these, as prescribed for each course.  The thesis/dissertation will be assessed and there may be an oral examination on completion of the programme.
