Candidates must obtain 120 Credit points from level 3 and 4 courses in English (of which 90 must be designated as Scottish), and must satisfy the following requirements:

1. All level 3 courses fall into four groups.  Candidates must take courses in English (but designated as Scottish) worth 60 Credit points from these groups as specified by the School.

2. Candidates must obtain a further 30 Credit points from level 4 English courses and must take EL 4502 (30 Credit points) OR must obtain a further 60 Credit points from level 4 English courses and write a dissertation in the other subject.

3. Candidates must not take more than one course in English at a time.

4. Candidates must take at least 30 Credit points of Gaelic/Celtic Level 3/Level 4 literature courses
