	Candidates for Single Honours (Spain) must obtain a further 180 Credit points from other available level 3 and level 4 courses of which at least 90 should be taken from level 3 courses, and 90 from level 4 courses in Hispanic Studies, with a majority corresponding to those courses the Department designates as satisfying the 'Spain' requirement.



	Candidates for Single Honours (Latin America) must obtain a further 180 Credit points from other available level 3 and level 4 courses, of which at least 90 should be taken from level 3 courses and 90 taken from level 4 courses in Hispanic Studies, with a majority corresponding to those courses the Department designates as satisfying the 'Latin America' requirement.



	Candidates for Single Honours in Hispanic Studies (Mode A) must spend at least one academic session (9 months) in a Spanish-speaking country. Such residence should normally be continuous **



	Candidates for Single Honours in Hispanic Studies (Mode B) must spend at least half an academic session in a Spanish-speaking country. Such residence should normally be continuous and must be taken in the second half session.

For Honours candidates in Hispanic Studies the degree examinations for the courses SP3069 and SP4003 will be held at the end of the Senior Honours session.  Students must normally pass SP4003
