	AUTOMATIC entry to the Honours Programme in Archaeology is normally allowed only for students who achieve CAS marks of 12 or above, at their first attempt, in ALL of the required courses in Programme Year 2.

	With the permission of the Head of School candidates may choose up to 30 credit points from courses outwith Archaeology.
