Qualifications for entry:  Students will be required to have, normally, a 2.1 degree or above in an appropriate discipline or its equivalent from a recognised university or institute of learning or a qualification or experience which is acceptable as equivalent.

Assessment:  By a combination of coursework, written exams, and oral seminar presentations where appropriate for each course.  The dissertation course will be assessed by submission of the dissertation of 15-18,000 words.  The degree of MLitt shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 in AM 5901, irrespective of their performance in other courses: such candidates may, at the discretion of the Examiners, be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma.
