	Admission to Honours is contingent upon passing both Level 2 courses with a combined CAS total of 24 or more from the two assessments (this average can be achieved in various ways: for example, marks of 14 and 10, or 13 and 11, would both meet the criterion).  Only the assessment obtained at the first examination diet of each course will be considered, i.e. re-sitting to obtain a better assessment is not permitted (although where a student has a valid reason for not sitting the first examination diet, the mark obtained at a subsequent diet will be considered.
