	Candidates for Combined Honours (Mode A) in French with another subject must spend at least one academic session (9 months) in a French-speaking country.  Such residence should normally be continuous.

Candidates for Combined Honours (Mode B) in French must spend at least half an academic session at a University or equivalent in a French-speaking country.  Such residence should normally be continuous, and must be taken in the second half-session of Junior Honours.
For all Mode A degree programmes, the period of residence abroad should normally be completed before entry to the Junior Honours year.

Candidates for Combined Honours in French must take FR 4052 or a dissertation in the other discipline concerned.

Assessment:

The French Honours language examinations will be held at the end of the Senior Honours session.

	Candidates must take 90 credits in the minor subject which may include the dissertation.

	Level 1 students will be asked to take a short diagnostic test at the beginning of the academic year to ascertain the level of French language skills in order to ensure admission to the appropriate courses. 

	ii.
	* Although only one of FR 1021 and FR 1521 is compulsory for beginners or near beginners, and only one of FR 1022 and FR 1522 is compulsory for students with more advanced French language skills for admission into French Honours, nevertheless, students normally follow both courses.  If only one course is followed, the School strongly recommends that it should be the first half-session course in both cases.

	iii.
	* Either LW 2001 or LW 2502 or LN 2502 may be taken in place of any ONE of FR 2009, FR 2509 or FR 2510, but the combination of one or other of these LN courses with FR2510 is not acceptable for entry to Honours in French unless additionally either FR 2009 or FR 2509 is also taken

	iv.
	Students who are exempted from spending residence abroad prior to entry to Honours are also exempted from the Residence Abroad Project (FR3055).
