Qualifications for entry:  Candidates for M.Th. degrees normally need at least an upper-second Honours degree in Divinity or Religious Studies or equivalent qualifications and experience (including Greek and Hebrew language skills – normally two years of either ancient Greek or ancient Hebrew. By the end of the programme, students will also have at least 1 year in the second biblical language). Students whose mother tongue is not English also require IELTS 6.5 including writing score 6.0; or TOEFL score of 580 (computer-based TOEFL 237) with TWE 4.5, or equivalent as a condition of entry. Applicants must furnish the University with transcripts of their previous academic study and also with the names of two academic referees; applicants may also send the reference letters, in signed sealed envelopes, with the application.
Duration: 12 months full-time or 24 months part-time.

Aims: The programme in Biblical Theology is designed to stimulate reflection on the use of the Bible in theology by crossing the conventional disciplinary boundaries between biblical exegesis and systematic theology. Special attention will be given to the issues of canonical criticism, narrative reading, and the use of Scripture in the construction of theological arguments

Plus two additional courses to the value of 30 credit points, chosen from a list available from the Programme Co-ordinator.  It is strongly recommended that students take at least one of the following two electives: Biblical Exegesis in Greek: Septuagint and New Testament (50xx/55xx, 15 credit points), and Biblical Exegesis in Greek: Non-biblical Texts and Biblical Interpretation (50xx/55xx, 15 credit points).
Assessment: The taught courses will be assessed by course work, by participation, by written examination, or by a combination of these, as prescribed for each course.  The dissertation course will be assessed by submission of the dissertation.  An oral examination may be held at the discretion of the Examiners.  The degree of MTh shall not be awarded to candidates who fail to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in the dissertation, irrespective of their performance in other courses; such candidates may, at the discretion of the Examiners, be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate number of credits for that award.
