	Admission to Honours is contingent upon passing: both Level 2 theory courses (PS2015 and PS2515) with a combined CAS total of 24 or more from the two assessments AND both Level 2 methodology courses (PS2016 and PS2516) with a combined CAS total of 24 or more from the two assessments.   Only the assessment obtained at the first examination diet of each course will be considered, i.e. re-sitting to obtain a better assessment is not permitted (although where a student has a valid reason for not sitting the first examination diet, the mark obtained at a subsequent diet will be considered).

	The Psychology Honours degree is accredited by the British Psychological Society for graduate membership provided graduates have passed all the Level 3 courses and the Level 4 thesis PS 4019 and obtain an overall degree at 2:2 (Lower Second Class Honours) or above.  Honours students will be debarred from continuing into level 4 by the Head of School unless they sat the degree examinations at the first opportunity (certified illness excepted) and passed all the Level 3 courses either at the first opportunity or at the August diet of examinations in the same academic year.
