Qualifications for entry:  A degree at 2.1 or above, or equivalent, in an appropriate discipline.

Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MLitt); 9 months full-time or 18 months part-time (PgDip); 4 months full time (PgCert).

Content:  Candidates undertake the following in Stage 1 and Stage 2:

HI 501A
Basic Latin (15 credit points)

HI 551D
Intermediate Latin (15 credit points)

And
Courses selected from an extensive list, with the approval of the Programme Co-ordinator, to a total of 120 credit points including the courses listed above.  Courses should normally total 60 credit points in each half-session.

Note:
Students with appropriate proficiency in Latin should take alternative non-Latin courses from the list of electives, in consultation with the programme co-ordinator.

Dissertation in Medieval Studies (MLitt) (60 credit points)
Assessment:  Normally by a variety of forms of continuous assessment.  The degree of MLitt shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 in the Dissertation, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
