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Qualifications for entry:  A 2.1 degree or higher in a relevant discipline such as the social sciences, history, history of art, archaeology, geography, environmental science, biology or ecology.  If a candidate does not meet these requirements, account may be taken of relevant employment experience.

Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MSc); 9 months full-time or 18 months part-time (PgDip).

Assessment:  By in course assessment through the presentation of project and written material, as prescribed for each course, and by submission of a dissertation.  The degree of MSc will not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in the dissertation, irrespective of their marks in other courses.
