Assessment:  By course work, by written examination, or by a combination of these, as prescribed for each course.  The degree of LLM shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in the specified dissertation course, irrespective of their performance in other courses: such candidates may, at the discretion of the Examiners, be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma.

The degree of LLM shall not normally be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in one of the above modules: such candidates normally, at the discretion of the Examiners, will be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma.

The degree of LLM shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in two or more of the above modules: such candidates may, at the discretion of the Examiners, be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma or a Postgraduate Certificate.
